To be qualified as a professional you must
be registered as a professional with a
recognized official registered body.

AGE RESTRICTIONS

Pro/Am Single Dance:

A (16-34) B (35-49) C(50+)

Open Pro/Am Scholarship:

A (16-34) B (35+)

Juvenile Open - Under 13 years

Junior Open - 13 & U16 years

Pro/Am students (with the exception of
Juvenile & Junior competitors) may dance
one level below their actual age category,
but not up an age category. le. a
competitor in ‘B’division (35-49) may
also compete in ‘A’ division (16-34) but
cannot dance down the age group without
dancing in their own age section.

Pro/Am students may dance up one level
in their age division. l.e. Bronze/Level

2; Silver — Level 3 & 4 and Gold — Open
Students in  both  American and
International Styles and specialty dances.
Points are calculated from all entries and
placements in relevant styles and levels.
Professional please note: The student only
is being judged in the single dance events.
Couple is judged in the scholarship event.

POINT SYSTEM: Allocation of points
for calculation of Top Students, Top
Teachers & Top Studio will be awarded

on the following basis for each event:
* 1st place 7 points  * 2nd place 6 points

* 3rd place 5 points  * 4th place 4 points

* 5th place 3 points  * 6th place 2 points

* 7th place and below 1 points
